ADMINISTRATIVE POLICY A-12-04

TRAFFIC CONTROL DURING CONSTRUCTION, MAINTENANCE,

UTILITY, OR PRIVATE DEVELOPMENT OPERATIONS

General
Two principles guide the planning and implementation of work zone traffic control.

· The safety of motorists, pedestrians, and workers is the top priority and must be an integral part of every project. The same safety principles that govern the design of permanent roadways and roadsides are required for work zones.
· Public convenience shall be considered on every project. The movement of traffic should be inhibited as little as possible. Drivers reduce their speed when a clearly perceived need is recognized. Speed reduction zones should be limited within projects to work zones and time periods that specifically justify their use.

Work zone traffic control shall be in accordance with the current edition of the Idaho Specifications for Highway Construction.
Construction Projects
Construction contracts shall include a comprehensive traffic control plan that addresses the safety, public convenience, and mobility of traffic, pedestrian, and bicycle movement during construction. The Engineer or designee shall approve any changes to the traffic control plan prior to implementation. Work activities within the construction work zone shall not commence until the approved traffic control devices are in place in accordance with the approved traffic control plan. When traffic must be maintained through all or part of a construction work zone, an inspector trained in traffic control shall be assigned to monitor the approved traffic control plan and recommend changes.
Traffic crashes and injuries associated with other modes of transportation that occur within a construction work zone shall be documented and reported to the Construction Engineer and the District Safety Coordinator. 

Maintenance Operations
An approved traffic control plan must be implemented prior to the commencement of maintenance operations, and the details documented by the supervisor. The supervisor is directly responsible for reviewing, monitoring, and making necessary improvements to the traffic control plan. Assistance in reviews should be requested from the District Traffic Engineer’s office.

Utility/Private Development Work
Traffic control plans that address safety, public convenience, and mobility of traffic, pedestrians, and bicyclists, shall be submitted for review and approval in the issuance of utility and private right-of-way use permits.
