· 330.01 and 330.02 “acceptance” and “verification tests” both require IA’s every twenty tests, are all other District IA’s meeting this requirement for both. (Scott)
· Our QA manual section 270.30 for super pave under test strip for IA lists cold feed gradations each 15,000 tons and observations of loose mix testing for district lab each 90 days. (Scott)
· Section 380.00 on the IA frequency chart under 405 & S405 it requires loose mix ob’s first five days “Every 90 days/ one per project.  This has caused some confusion and we need an interpretation. (Scott)
· How are splitting of plant mix samples being done on test strips?  Are all  of the samples combined and then reduced for distribution to ITD and Contractor, or are they just taken at the same place and put boxes for each ITD and the contractor? (Jamie)
· Are other I.A.'s requiring the residencies to send the batch tickets with the 1044's for review? (Jamie)
· Are we required to retain verification samples? (Ed)
· We are still having problems with failing F&T on rock cap. (Ed)
· Could the specs explain density testing by cores when there is no test strip?  For example density is by minimum of cores but is that each lift or both lifts at once. (Ed)
· Are other districts finding it difficult to track and administer the Individual Qualifications for the Idaho test methods? (Ed)
· IA frequency on small quantities of items: there are items that do not meet the small quantity requirements for acceptance, but have only 1 or 2 tests, but we still need an IA.  We need a “Small Quantity” IA policy on these.
