49 Code of Federal Regulations Part 177.817 (e):  Shipping Paper Accessibility – Accident or Inspection

A driver of a motor vehicle containing hazardous material shall ensure that the shipping paper (describing the hazardous material) is readily available to and recognizable by authorities in the event of accident or inspection.  Specifically, the driver shall:

1. Clearly distinguish the shipping paper, if it is carried with other papers of any kind, by either distinctively tabbing it or by having it appear first.

2. Store the shipping paper as follows:

I. When the driver is at the vehicle controls, the shipping paper must be:

A. within his immediate reach while he is restrained by the lap belt; and

B. either readily visible to a person entering the driver's compartment or in a holder mounted to the inside of the door on the driver's side of the vehicle.

II. When the driver is not at the vehicle's controls, the shipping paper shall be:
A. in a holder that is mounted to the inside of the door on the driver's side of the vehicle; or

B. on the driver's seat in the vehicle.

Note:	In case of accident or incident, contact your District Dispatch or District RSO.  The Troxler 24-hour emergency number should be used only when necessary.  (919) 549-9539

Nuclear Gage Emergency Response Information Required for Transportation
(Reference DOT P 5800.5 ERG90 and 49 CFR)

Proper Shipping Name and Hazard Class

· Radioactive material, special form, non-fissile or fissile excepted, UN 3332 "RQ", Class 7.

Potential Hazards

Immediate Hazards to Health
· External radiation hazard exists only if radiation shielding has been breached.
· Low level radioactive material; little personal radiation hazard.
· Materials in special form are not expected to cause contamination in accidents.
· Some radioactive materials cannot be detected by commonly available instruments.
· Potential internal radiation hazard from inhalation, ingestion, or breaks in skin only if special form source capsule is breached.

Fire or Explosion
· Special form source itself poses no risk of fire or explosion.
· Radioactivity does not change flammability or other properties of the surrounding materials.

Emergency Action

Immediate Precautions
· If carrying case and/or gage are intact and if source is or can be retracted into shielded position, then assume no leak.  Retract source into shielded position and remove gage from immediate area.
· If gage appears to be damaged to the extent that shielding is no longer intact or if source cannot be retracted, then isolate a 30‑foot diameter area and deny entry.  Do not leave area unattended.
· Emergency response actions may be performed prior to any measurement of radiation; limit entry to shortest time possible.
· Call district dispatch office and/or R.S.O.  They will contact the Radiation Authority.  If unable to reach dispatcher or R.S.O., the USNRC 24-hour emergency number is 1-800-695-7403.
· Detain uninjured persons, isolate equipment with suspected contamination, and delay cleanup until instruction of Radiation Authority.
· Positive pressure SCBA and structural fire fighters' protective clothing will provide limited protection.

Fire
· Do not move damaged containers; move undamaged containers out of fire zone.
· All Fires:  Dry Chemical, CO2, water spray, or regular foam.
· Large Fires:  Water spray, fog (flooding amounts).

Spill or Leak
· Do not touch damaged container or exposed contents.
· Damage to outer container may not affect primary inner container.

First Aid
· Use first aid treatment according to the nature of the injury.
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· Advise medical personnel that the victim may be contaminated with low-level radioactive material.
