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Safety Share
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…BUT FIRST!



As we move through winter weather, I want to focus on one simple but critical idea: 
keeping sidewalks and curb ramps clear of snow is a shared responsibility, and it 
only works when we all coordinate.
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SAFETY SHARE: WORKING TOGETHER TO KEEP 
WINTER PATHWAYS SAFE



People don’t experience transportation in pieces. They experience it as a continuous 
path — from their front door, along a sidewalk, across a curb ramp, through a 
crosswalk, and to their destination or transportation pickup point. If any part of that 
path is blocked, the entire system breaks down.

For people with disabilities, winter conditions make that path especially fragile. Snow 
and ice slow movement, affect balance and grip, and can turn curb ramps into 
complete barriers. Push buttons can be buried or frozen. Crossing streets takes more 
time. What might look like a small obstruction can make a route unsafe or unusable.

ITD plays a critical role by maintaining the state highway system, including highways 
that run through cities and towns. County highway districts and local cities maintain 
local streets, sidewalks, and many pedestrian facilities. But access doesn’t stop there.

Local businesses and homeowners also play an important role. When sidewalks in 
front of homes or storefronts aren’t cleared, gaps form that break the path of travel 
— especially near bus stops, clinics, grocery stores, and downtown corridors. One 
uncleared stretch can undo the work of multiple agencies.

This is where coordination matters — and where transportation providers can help.

Transit operators, paratransit providers, and community transportation programs 
often see access problems first. When you communicate where snow removal needs 
extra attention — blocked curb ramps, inaccessible bus stops, or dangerous crossings 
— it helps agencies and property owners respond more quickly and effectively.

Good winter access depends on:
• ITD, counties, and cities coordinating roadway and pedestrian snow removal
• Businesses and homeowners clearing sidewalks and access points they’re 

responsible for
• Transportation providers sharing real-time information about problem areas
• All of us being mindful of where snow is pushed and stored

Keeping sidewalks and curb ramps clear isn’t just about convenience. It’s about 
safety. When access points are blocked, people are forced into traffic lanes or unsafe 
workarounds, increasing the risk of injury for everyone.
When winter maintenance works for people with disabilities, it works better for 
seniors, kids, delivery workers, and anyone moving carefully in winter conditions.

We all play an important part. Winter access works best when we work together — 
and when we keep the full path of travel in mind.

Because we are peer-led, outreach often happens differently.

When someone talks to a peer — another person with lived experience of disability 
— the conversation shifts from eligibility to possibility. People are more comfortable 
talking about barriers, fears, and long-term goals.

That peer connection allows us to talk not only about transportation, but about:
• Skills for navigating systems
• Advocacy and self-confidence
• Long-term independence planning
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PEER-LED OUTREACH CHANGES THE 
CONVERSATION



From a 5310 perspective, Independent Living-based outreach:
• Reaches people with the greatest barriers
• Supports long-term independence, not just trips
• Improves safety and reliability
• Makes transportation part of a broader support system

5310 transportation works best when it’s connected to empowerment, choice, and 
community participation.

Our approach to rural transportation outreach is simple but intentional:
• Start with Independent Living values
• Build trust and relationships
• Meet people where they are
• Use transportation to support broader independence goals

That’s how we help people move — not just from place to place, but toward the lives 
they want to live.
